Gov. Beshear sets new minimum wage for Executive Branch employees: $10.10 
Pursuant to Executive Order 2015-370, Governor Steve Beshear is raising wages for state government’s lowest-paid workers. Beginning July 1, 2015, every employee of the Executive Branch of state government will earn at least $10.10 per hour. 
Tipped employees, such as restaurant servers, will see an increase in their base hourly income from $2.19 an hour to $4.90 an hour, which matches recent federal changes.

In addition, the policy change also requires private companies with service contracts with state government to also pay a minimum wage of $10.10 an hour to their employees who perform work on or in connection with those government contracts. That requirement will be added to contracts as they come up for renewal.
Following the distribution of this memo, HR Administrators will receive additional information related to the implementation of this policy.
